Welcome to our super speedy quick guide on classification ratings... G rated films and games are OK for most kids, but remember, even some of these can be scary to the littlies.
A PG rating means Parental Guidance under 15. You may need to take care with these films and games, and maybe explain some of the content to your kids.
M is for mature, and we don’t recommend these films and games for kids under 15.
MA 15+ stands for Mature Accompanied. These movies and games have strong content. That’s why shops and cinemas are not legally allowed to sell under 15s MA 15+ games or movies without a parent or guardian present.
Finally, films and games with an R 18+ rating are only for adults as they have high impact content. 
So when you’re deciding what’s ok to watch or play, check the classification rating here.
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
